The artist

relates the narrative, which is found in all four
Gospels, when after being questioned, Peter denies
Jesus three times before the cock crows. Peter points
to himself, as if to say, “Who? Me?” While Caravaggio
succinctly captures the narrative, he more significantly
captures the brokenness of Peter. One does not sense
an argumentative Peter, but rather a humiliated one.
Peter, who was filled with passion and zeal, stumbled
when that passion meant persecution and possible
death. Peter’s weakness proves that human frailty can
only be overcome by uniting one’s self to the Passion
of Christ.
